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Worship and Liturgy are central to our lives as a community. Within Liturgy, we gather together to hear the Word of God and respond to it.

Through our Liturgical Assemblies and Eucharistic Celebrations we aim to: -

· provide opportunities for children to develop a personal relationship with God (thanksgiving),
· nurture the spiritual development of each child (sanctification),
· help the children become familiar with and experience the traditional forms of Catholic worship,
· facilitate a growth in knowledge of the person and teachings of Jesus,
· develop an understanding of what it means to belong to a Christian community,

· develop the spirituality of the pupils.

Statement of principles:
That an act of Collective Worship takes place daily for each child within school.

That acts of collective worship are planned and recorded in teams, some will be organised entirely by the children.

Collective Worship must include a focal point, use of scripture, prayer, reflection, meditation and may include music.

They may offer the opportunity for all present to participate through singing, reading, joint prayer or silent meditation.

Time Allocation:
Our time allocation (minimum 15 minutes daily) is: -

Whole school collective worship,
Tuesday

Class worship/meditation,

Wednesday
            Infant and Junior – assembly,
Thursday 

Infant and Junior class worship and hymn practice,
Friday                         Whole school collective worship.

Each class prepares an Assembly to reflect and celebrate their “Here I Am” class work. This is presented to the whole school.

Our infant classes prepare one class Liturgy each year, celebrated with our Parish Priest; parents and friends are invited to participate in these liturgies.

Our junior classes prepare their own class mass each year, celebrated by our Parish Priest; parents and friends are invited.

Throughout the year Masses are held in school, marking the liturgical seasons and major feast-days. We also travel to church to celebrate Masses with our faith community.

Non-Eucharistic liturgies are held during the seasons of Advent and Lent. There are opportunities for older children to receive the sacrament of Reconciliation.

Our Christian faith is also expressed in hymns and prayers and we hold separate infant and junior hymn practices, together with daily prayers, some of which are composed by the children themselves. However, we also feel that it is important for the children to be familiar with some of the more traditional prayers e.g. Our Father, Hail Mary etc.
