PTA MEETING
15th May 2007

MINUTES
Members present:

1. Apologies: Louise Hodkinson, Debbie Evans, Tina Ferrari, Amanda Campion, Andrew Stone, Sam Evans, Mary McNab, Trudie Diprose, Mireille Lovejoy.
2. Treasurers report (see attached)
· Another £440.41 recorded since last report - £193.50 from 2nd hand uniform sale and £247.11 from March Disco; making an overall profit of £11,410.89
· GJ reported another £152.12 need to be recorded (£25.85 from cake sale, £3 from uniform and £121.27 from Pampered Chef).  This will bring our overall profit to £11,563.01.
· Allocated money for bibles and dictionaries need to be amended form £300 to £500, and for gazebo from £7,000 to £7,300; bringing our total allocated money to £9,400.
3. Matters arising 

· School’s wish list (see appendix below): Members agreed to the Atlases and ICT week.  Potential further donations to be agreed in July depending on disco and summer fete revenue.  Members agreed to concentrate fundraising efforts on further playground refurbishment: GJ and MI to come up with a 2 to 3 year plan in relation to school wish list.  Details of playground items on the wish list were passed around.
· Gazebo – Fran finalised choice.  Costs around £7,300. Members agreed to proceed with order.
· Pampered chef debrief: all party present agreed the event went well and was worthwhile.  Something to repeat yearly but with a different theme/trader (e.g. candles, colour me beautiful, etc..). GJ and MI to look into.
4. Cake sales: year 2 feedback was that donations were disappointing, despite reminder note going out to Year 2 parents.  Members felt that although the item was mentioned in the newsletter, too much time had lapsed and maybe a reminder should have gone out to the whole school.  Next cake sale will be run by reception on Thursday 24th May – GJ to include in newsletter and reminder note to all parents to go out on Monday 21st May.
5. Disco 

Feedback from the last disco: the changed set up worked well and avoided the “bottle neck” effect (raffle desks further apart, lucky dip split into boys and girls and tuck set up on the other side of the door). FV confirmed the hall situation has been resolved since stopping drinks and food going in and HH confirmed labelling the drinks worked a lot better also.

Next disco planned for 21st June which is a Thursday.  Only available date without going into July. FV offered later start on Friday but school going to mass at the church so not possible.  GJ to confirm with Larry whether an earlier start would be possible on the night (i.e. 6-7.30pm instead of 6.30 till 8.00pm).
6. Summer fete: As the meeting was running over and the committee is meeting on Thursday, this item was skipped. 
7. AOB
· Legoland: GJ to put out boards with reminder tomorrow morning and evening.  Will help reminding parents about inset date as well.  HH clarified that tickets are transferable to another person but not another date.  GJ to call Legoland and find out if tickets can be picked up rather than sent, as this would give people a little more time to purchase them
· Sports day refreshments – Members agreed to offer ice pops and drinks again this year and sell refreshments to parents.  GJ to catch up with HH to find out about last year’s set up.
· Leavers T Shirt – idea suggested to give Leavers the possibility to purchase leavers T shirt with their class photos and leaving message/signature/drawing printed on them.  FV suggested putting the idea to the leavers and seeing whether there would be an interest.  GJ to find out more about costs.
· School calendars – Members agreed this should be done for the calendars to go on sale in September.  GJ and MI to find out more info and put proposal/action plan together.  Members agreed to have birthday groups photos again but this time printed in colour FV mentioned PTA will need parental consent before going ahead.  PTA would like to include school dates.  GJ and MI to find out about church dates – would be a potential for sale within the parish.
